FROM THE LEADING CHIEF
Dear Fellow Chiefs and Mates,

We had another very good convention. Master Chief Hays stepped
in as chairman of the convention and completed an agenda which let
those who like the Casino have ample time while those who like “Sea
Stories” could share them with a wonderful view of the Mississippi River
barge traffic as a backdrop. Those not able to attend missed a wonder-
ful alligator swamp tour.

REUNIONS
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At the time of my West Los Angeles high school
graduation in June, 1943, my dad was on the USS
Charger (CVE-30) in Norfolk. Although my mother
believed the war would be over before I would be
drafted, I convinced her, along with long distance help
from my dad, and that she should sign the papers so
that I could join the navy on a minority enlistment.
Therefore, on 14 July 1943, I raised my hand for the
first time and swore allegiance to the United States, and
I was on my way to San Diego.

My recruit training was completed on 22 August, a
mere 38 days. After a long, hot, dusty train ride, I was
in San Francisco and assigned to the Fleet Records
Office. We had a card file of every man and woman,
navy and marine corps, in the Pacific and the western
states, from Admiral Nimitz on down to the newest
recruit. The mission was simple; we had the
responsibility to forward frustrated mail. We got copies
of every transfer order to update the files. It was
especially important to get mail to the men who had
survived their ship sinking.

 A few months there, and then I was transferred to
the Naval Air Station at Alameda, CA, and then to Scout
Observation Service Unit Three (SOSU-3). We provided
support and training for the aviation units on the
battleships and cruisers. After a five week course in
free gunnery, I became an Aviation Radioman striker.
Even though I wasn’t getting flight pay, I flew a lot. We
had the OS2U Kingfisher, SBD Dauntless, and SB2C
Helldiver. Most of my flight time was in the Kingfisher.
There were a few times that I flew two hops in one
day. One day I flew a hop, went to the head, and got
right back into another plane. I loved it!

My dad was now a Chief Carpenter’s Mate on the
USS Bennington (CV-20). In one letter, he told me that
if the USS Wasp (CV-18) ever came in to Alameda, I
should go talk to a couple of his former Charger
shipmates and they would tell me what was going on
out there. After a bomb hit and a Bremerton yard period,
the Wasp did come in to Alameda to pick up her air
group and some personnel replacements. My unit was
ordered to send four seamen to the ship. Even though I
enjoyed the flying, I volunteered, thinking that I might
get a chance to see my dad. So, I went aboard the USS
Wasp on 12 June 1945. As luck would have it, my dad
had left the Bennington and would go through Treasure
Island in August. I would have seen him then. As it
turned out, I didn’t see him until long after the war.

 I went to work in the barber shop. My GQ station
was on a quad forty a little forward of the Landing
Signal Officer. When the shooting had stopped, Admiral
Halsey had the entire Third Fleet come in to a close
formation, and the aircraft from all of the carriers flew
over at about 1,000 feet altitude. That was in impassive
sight.

(Note: I would like to hear from anyone who
witnessed that fly-over, from a ship or from the air. I
am writing a novel, and that will be in my story.)

After the surrender, we stopped at Pearl Harbor to
remove the quad forty mounts from the starboard side,
so we could transit the Panama Canal. We arrived in
Boston on 27 October 1945, which was Navy Day in
those years, and just happened to be my 20th birthday. A
few days in Boston, and then to Staten Island, NY. Multi
tiered bunks were installed on the hanger deck. We
picked up a bunch of Italian POWs and took them to
Naples. The Wasp, along with other ships, was
participating in the “Magic Carpet”Operation, returning
our troops from Europe. We brought over five thousand
troops, including several women, back to Norfolk, and
made another trip across the Atlantic. A North Atlantic
storm beat us up a little so that we stopped in Plymouth,
England, for repairs. Then to Southampton to get more
homeward bound troops. Another severe storm, but we
dropped the troops off at Staten Island. Then, the Wasp
was relegated to the reserve fleet and mothballs in
Bayonne, NJ. I left the e ship on 25 October 1946, and
was separated.

I went home to Los Angels. It didn’t take long for
me to realize that I was not going to pursue my initial
aspiration of becoming a lawyer, and left UCLA to
reenlist on 24 March 19947.

Short stops at Terminal Island, San Pedro, NAS
San Diego, and three weeks on the USS Princeton (CV-
37) before starting a course of instruction at NATTC
Corpus Christi. I was in the process of changing my
rate from SSMB to Aviation Electronics Technician. Half
way through the course, I was accepted for a course

of instruction at the Academy and College Preparatory
School in Bainbridge, MD. Prior to taking the entrance
exam for the Academy, I disembroiled and went to the
Naval Station, Grondal, Greenland. In addition to being
a weather station, Grondal provided fuel for the Danish
fishing boats. It was during this time that the armed
forces underwent the change to adopt the Uniform Code
of Military Justice. The navy also went through a change
in rating structures. My rate was changed from Ship’s
Serviceman Barber (SSMB) to Ship’s Serviceman, (SH).
The navy also eliminated the right arm rates, and made
them all left arm rates. For those of you who may not
know, or remember, there were e eight right arm rates;
BM, FC, GM, QM, SM, TM, and two lesser known
rates, Turret Captain, TC, and Mineman, MN.

In November, 1948, I started a tour of shore duty
at the Receiving Station, Brooklyn. The Korean War
started in June, 1950, and in November I was transferred
to the USS Sphinx (ARL-24) at San Diego.

Following months of training and ORI, the Sphinx
was underway for WesPac. After ten months, we
returned to San Diego, in July, 1952. I was promoted
to SHC on 16 December 1952, and on 3 January 1953,
I was transferred to the USS Eldorado (AGC-11). We
got underway 12 January for WesPac. The Eldorado
arrived at Yokosuka on 26 January 1953, and for the
next ten months until 20 November, we were in and out
of 41 Japanese and Korean ports, some ports, like
Yokosuka, Sasebo, and Pusan, more than once, plus
Subic Bay, Manila, and Hong Kong. The Eldorado
returned to San Diego on 9 December 1953.

I started a tour of shore duty at NAS Brunswick,
ME, on 15 July 1954. At the end of that tour, I was
transferred to the USS Forrest P. Sherman (DD-931)
with ComDesRon 10 embarked at Newport, RI. I was
on the Sherman only one night and then transferred to
the USS Abbot (DD-629) with ComDesDiv 102
embarked. The Abbot operated a lot. We had a
Mediterranean tour which included being anchored off
Beirut for 33 days. On 16 May 1959, I was promoted
to SHCS. On 29 July 1959, I was transferred to the
USS Yellowstone (AD-27).

 On 8 October 1960, I started a six week Navy
Exchange Officers’ Management course of instruction
at the Navy Ship’s Store Office in Brooklyn. NSSO
was the headquarters for the Navy Resale System which
covered the navy exchanges, ship’s stores afloat and
ashore, and the commissaries. This was the first course
to include enlisted men. At the end of the course on 18
November 1960, I became the Navy Exchange Officer
at NSSO. I was the first enlisted man ever to be
designated as a NEO. On 16 December 1960, I was
promoted to Master Chief Ship’s Serviceman. My
selection to E-9, along with four other E-8s, brought
the fleet total of SHCM’s to 14.

Toward the end of my tour of shore duty as Navy
Exchange Officer, I was given a choice of my next
assignment. I could go to either Bangkok or Saigon.
Instead, I opted to take my discharge and transfer to
the Fleet Reserve, which I did on 16 December 1963.

Post Navy Retirement
 After I transferred to the Fleet Reserve, I went to

work for the Federal Supply Service in New York. I
started as a GS-5 Inventory Management Trainee and
progressed to a GS-14 Procurement Officer. At the time
of my retirement there, I was a Branch Chief with an
Assistant Branch Chief, four unit chiefs, 20 purchasing
agents, and a clerical staff. Our annual procurement
responsibility was in excess of $150 million. After
retirement from FSS, I worked for the RCA Service
Company. We were subcontractor to a joint venture
building an air base in Israel as part of the Camp David
Peace Accords. That contract wound down and I went
to Saudi Arabia for a short time with a subcontractor to
the McDonnell Douglas F-15 program. I was the site
purchasing supervisor in Dharhan. I returned to the U.S.
and went to work in Tel Aviv, Israel, where I became
the senior buyer. We were building two peace keeping
stations in the buffer zone between Israel and Egypt, as
the final stage of the Camp David Peace Accords. I
returned home and again went with RCA, this time on
the base maintenance contract at Fort Monmouth, NJ
where I was the Purchasing Manager. When we lost
the contract re-bid, I went with a firm that had contracts
with the Communications and Electronics Command at
Fort Monmouth. I retired for good in May, 1991.

Every profession has its own jargon and the
Navy is no exception. For the Navy, it’s bulkhead,
deck and overhead and not wall, floor, and ceil-
ing. Some nautical terminology has found its way
into everyday use, and you will find the origins of
this Navy terminology below.

CHIEF PETTY OFFICERS - An Executive
order issued by President Benjamin Harrison dated
25 February 1893 and issued as General order No.
409 of 25 February 1893 gave a pay scale for Navy
enlisted men. It was divided into rates and listed Chief
Petty Officers. Both the executive and Circular No.
1 listed Chief Petty Officers as a distinct rate for the
first time and both were to take effect on 01 April
1893.

It appears that this is the date on which the Chief
Petty Officer rate actually was established.

NAVY COLORS- 27 August 1802 the
Secretary of the Navy signed an instruction which
set a pattern for the dress of the U.S. Navy in Blue
and Gold.

UNIFORM REGULA TIONS - The first
uniform instruction for the U.S. Navy was issued by
the Secretary of War on 24 August 1791.

It provided a distinctive dress for the officers
who would command the ships of the Federal Navy.
The instruction did not include a uniform for the
enlisted man, although there was a degree of
uniformity. The usual dress of a seaman was made
up of a short jacket, shirt, vest, long trousers, and a
black low crowned hat.

FOULED ANCHOR - The fouled anchor as a
naval insignia got its start as the seal of the Lord
Howard of Effingham. He was the Lord Admiral of
England at the time of the defeat of the Spanish
Armada in 1588. During this period the personal seal
of a great officer of state was adopted as the seal of
his office. The fouled anchor still remains the official
seal of the Lord High Admiral of Great Britain.

When this office became part of the present
Board of Admiralty, the seal was retained on buttons,
official seals, and cap badges. The Navy’s adoption
of this symbol and many other customs can be directly
attributed to the influence of British Naval tradition.
The fouled anchor is among them.

THE CPO FOULED ANCHOR - The Fouled
Anchor is the emblem of the Rate of Chief Petty
Officer of the United States Navy. Attached to the
Anchor is a length of chain and the letters U.S.N.
KHAKI - Originated in 1845 in India where British
soldiers soaked white uniforms in mud, coffee, and
curry powder to blend in with the landscape. Khakis
made their debut in the U.S. Navy in 1912 when
they were worn by naval aviators, and were adopted
for submarines in 1931.

In 1941 the Navy approved khakis for on-
station wear by senior officers, and soon after Pearl
Harbor chiefs and officers were authorized to wear
khakis ashore on liberty.

BROWN SHOES - In 1913 high laced shoes
of tan leather first appeared in Uniform Regulations
and were authorized for wear by aviators with khakis.
The color changed to russet brown in 1922. Uniforms
exclusive to the aviation community were abolished
in the 1920’s and reinstated in the 1930’s. The
authorized color of aviators shoes has alternated
between brown and black since then.

BELL BOTTOM TROUSERS  - Commonly
believed that the trousers were introduced in 1817
to permit men to roll them above the knee when
washing down the decks, and to make it easier to
remove them in a hurry when forced to abandon ship
or when washed overboard. The trousers may be
used as a life preserver by knotting the legs and
swinging them over your head to fill the legs with air.
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Uniforms to roll out
in April 2008

The all-ranks Navy Working Uniform and

the new service uniform for sailors E-1 through
E-6 will hit Navy Exchange stores in April 2008.
— Navy Times

The Navy’s new service and working uniforms
will be available in Navy exchanges by April 2008.
In a recent e-mail to all fleet, force and chief-of-naval-
operations-directed master chiefs, Master Chief Petty
Officer of the Navy (FMF/SW) Joe Campa advised
that a NavAdmin announcing that rollout date will be
released “shortly.” Campa’s e-mail, confirmed by
Navy Times, also states that a specific fielding plan
will be included in the message. “This latest update
will describe the process that will shift us from several
working uniforms to the new Navy Working Uniform,
for E-1 to O-10 and the new E-1 to E-6 Service
Uniform,” Campa wrote.

“The introduction of the NWU and SU will begin
in the Third Quarter of [fiscal 2008] and continue
over a 24-month period. ”That means it will be another
year and a half before sailors will be wearing either
the digital blue cammies, which will replace working
uniforms for officers and enlisted, or the khaki shirt
and black pants that will make up the new service
uniform that will give petty officers and below a single,
year-round uniform for office work. Sailors can also
expect a boost in their uniform allowances in 2008
and 2009 to help foot the bill for the changes.

However, Campa’s note provided no specific
cost information. Campa noted that new recruits at
boot camp won’t begin getting the new duds until six
months after they are available in the exchange. Target
fielding for them is October 2008 — the beginning of
fiscal 2009. That’s a departure from historic fielding
plans where new recruits are often the first to receive
new uniforms.

The message also said that the time line could
change if there are any alterations in the manufacturing
schedule. It was unclear exactly when all sailors
would be required to be wearing the new uniforms.

On Nov. 10, the nation’s roughly 1.7 million
Purple Heart recipients will get a museum to call their
own. The National Purple Heart Hall of Honor, to
open in Vails Gate, N.Y., will be the first national
museum dedicated to those who have received the
Purple Heart.

Veterans Affairs Secretary R. James Nicholson
will present Purple Hearts — considered the oldest
U.S. combat award — to three soldiers and a Marine
at an event Wednesday in Washington to celebrate
the opening of the museum nine days later.

The National Purple Heart Hall of Honor will be
the first facility to honor all recipients who have been
wounded or killed in action. The museum will remain
“the sole repository dedicated to the preservation of
the stories of wounded patriots’ sacrifice,” according
to the Military Order of the Purple Heart, a nonprofit
organization representing 39,000 Purple Heart
recipients based in Springfield, Va.

The museum will have a series of exhibits,
videotaped interviews with veterans, historical photos,
documentary film footage, period objects and the Roll
of Honor, an interactive computer program detailing
the stories of each recipient. The 7,500-square-foot
facility will house a reception area, gallery, exhibit hall,
education center and presentation room, according
to information provided by the Military Order of the
Purple Heart.

The $6.2 million museum will be built on the
grounds of the New Windsor Cantonment State
Historic site in Vails Gate, the site of the final
encampment of Gen. George Washington’s
Continental Army. In 1782, Washington created the
purple-cloth Badge of Merit to honor the service of
his troops. That badge was the precursor of the Purple
Heart, presented to service members wounded in
combat or to the next of kin of troops killed in combat.

Purple Heart Recipients
The National Purple Heart Hall of Honor is

currently under construction in New York’s Hudson
River Valley at the New Windsor Cantonment State
Historic Site. Its mission is to collect and preserve
the stories of Purple Heart recipients from all branches
of the service and across the generations in an attempt
to ensure that all recipients are represented.

Their stories will be preserved and shared through
exhibits, live and videotaped interviews with the
veterans themselves, and the Roll of Honor, an
interactive computer program preserving the stories
of each individual.

The National Purple Heart Hall of Honor the first
in the nation to recognize the more than 1.7 million
Americans wounded or killed in action while serving
in the United States Military.

A good sleep helps
get her life back

Memories, as the song goes, rest in the corners
of our minds. But what if those memories suddenly
disappear?

For Rose Kong, they did, in part, 25 years ago
when she slipped, fell and banged the right side of
her head while working as a waitress in a San Diego
restaurant. In addition, the entire right side of her
body—elbow, wrist, hip—were traumatized.

But the worst was sleep. For her, after the acci-
dent, it rarely came completely. Then, if that wasn’t
enough, nine years ago she began vomiting on a daily
basis. It looked like her health could get only pro-
gressively worse.

Until she met Debby Winter, an independent dis-
tributor for Nikken health products, founded in Ja-
pan by Isamu Masuda 31 years ago. Kong’s hus-
band, Richard, a retired Navy veteran who served in
Korea and Vietnam, read about Winter and Nikken
in ASIA, The Journal of Culture & Commerce, ear-
lier this year and decided to ask her for help.

Winter, in turn, supplied Rose Kong with one of
the company’s products, the Nikken Magnetic Sleep
System, a small pad containing magnets, and not only
is the 74-year-old woman sleeping better these days,
most of the memories that were lost or hard to dredge
up over the last two decades are suddenly flowing
back.

“There were lots of things I didn’t remember,”
explained Rose Kong. “Before, I had a belt I needed
to support my back. Now, I don’t need it anymore. I
feel very good now. I get up in the morning, and I
don’t have to say, ‘Oh, the pain.’” But, most impor-
tantly, she said, “My memory is coming back.”

After lying on the mattress less than a minute,
said Rose, “I could feel tingling. I could feel every-
thing, my whole body, and even my feet.”

According to Winter, inadequate sleep leads to a
multitude of health problems, including fatigue, stress
and obesity. Deep and relaxed sleep not only en-
hances one’s health. It could also lengthen one’s life.

The way the magnetic works is simple, said Win-
ter. Negative ions create a sense of relaxation as well
as energy. The problem is that these ions are inter-
fered with and absorbed by other elements, such as
overhead lights and microwave ovens, in our daily
lives. While these elements pull these ions from our
bodies, the sleep system restores them. “It helps bal-
ance and helps with circulation, healing and tempera-
ture control,” Winter said, adding that magnets inside
the pads contain infrared materiel that helps control
body temperature.

The Kongs used to go to a lot of events for re-
tired military, but much of that activity was curtailed
when she became progressively ill. Now she’s even
ready to dance again. Said Richard: “Every day, she
would have to put the belt on” for support. “Now,
she doesn’t use it at all.”

But for Rose, the best part is regaining memory.
And, she added, she’s even gotten back some of her
extrasensory perception.

But that’s another story.

Friends and family—some 100 in all— got to-
gether recently to honor Rose Kong upon her 75th
birthday. Rose’s husband Richard is a former Navy
Chief who served in both Korea and Vietnam. The
party was held at Taste of Garden Buffet in La Mesa.

Lead from the deckplates

Master Chief Petty Officer of the Navy Joe
Campa believes that being a chief is all about leading
on the deckplates. In keeping with that idea, Campa
has released his seven guiding principles to chiefs’
lockers around the fleet.

The simple, one-page document states a vision
that the Navy’s senior enlisted force should serve “first
and foremost as Deck-plate leaders committed to
developing sailors and enforcing standards,” Campa
wrote.

The document goes on to list seven guiding
principles that include deck-plate leadership,
institutional and technical expertise, professionalism,
character, loyalty, active communication and sense
of heritage. Campa wrote that in addition to
developing the most junior of sailors, chiefs, must
remain “responsive, aligned and well-connected to
both leadership and sailors.”

Fourths come and Fourths go, and with them the
meaning of patriotism.

But for Richard Kong, it is the fabric of whom he
is.

The product of three wars and a man distinguished
by military honors, he does not wear his patriotism
on his sleeve like so many others, especially those
who have never seen a war up close. Richard Kong
not only saw war up close; he was born into it 75
years ago.

That’s when the Japanese army invaded Man-
churia and subsequently overran China.

Kong was 7 years old when he was separated
from his family. “That was the last time I saw any of
them,” he said.

But somehow—and he doesn’t even recollect
how, because the memories of that time have been
erased—he wound up in the United States where he
later embarked upon a military career that took him
through two other wars, Korea and Vietnam, earn-
ing him medals and, along with them, the highest non-
commissioned rank in the U.S. Navy, that of Chief
Boatswain’s Mate.

Kong became the first Chinese American to at-
tain that rank. Medals? He minimizes them. The wars?
He won’t discuss them. “People who have been
through wars and seen the killing of women and chil-
dren—they never talk about it,” he says simply.

But out of those experiences grew a heightened
sense of patriotism and love for this country, which
has endured with him all these years. Although he
retired from military service in 1975, he remains ac-

tive in numerous veterans and naval organizations,
most of them named after the ships he served on. He
served on 17 altogether—heavy cruisers, aircraft
carriers, mine sweepers, destroyer escorts, even an
oiler and a repair ship.

Kong enlisted in the Navy at the age of 18, im-
mediately after the outbreak of the Korean War.
“When Korea started, I thought it was my duty. So I
joined the Navy,” he says.

Being fluent in Cantonese, one of his first jobs
was to serve as translator for the commander of the
Seventh Fleet. Within a few short months, he was
doing much more: taking part in the decisive battle of
the Pusan Perimeter, sweeping the harbor of mines
before U.S. forces counterattacked the North Ko-
rean army.

He came out of that war with a heightened sense
of patriotism, staying on through the Vietnam War,
part of the time serving as chief master of arms aboard
the USS Ticonderoga, off the South Vietnamese
coast.

The sense of duty and patriotism remains at the
core of Kong’s life, even though age has slowed him
down physically, but not in spirit.

And there is another core—his wife Rose, whom
he met in 1981. Devoted to each other, you will rarely
see one without the other.

It is for those, whose simple devotion to duty
marks their lives, that truly defines being an Ameri-
can at this special time of year.
