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PATRIOT’S POINT
THE USS YORKTOWN
At nearly 900 feet in length, weighing in at more

than 27,000 ton and bristling with weapons and war
planes, the aircraft carrier USS Yorktown (CV-10)
was one of the most imposing modern marvels on
the planet during WWII.

But it was her crew, some 2,500 sailors, who
brought her to life, generated her fearless spirit and
christened her with the nickname The Fighting Lady.

CV-10’s keel was laid on December 1, 1941 at
Newport News, Virginia. This was a new breed of
ship; the Essex class carrier. Longer, wider and heavier
than its predecessor, the Essex class could hold more
aircraft and became the backbone of the WWII Navy.
Originally, CV-10 was to be known as the Bon
Homme Richard but was renamed in honor of the
only American carrier lost in the pivotal Battle of
Midway, USS Yorktown (CV-5).

Launched by First Lady Eleanor Roosevelt, this
new Yorktown would take on Japanese forces in epic
battles; the Battle of the Philippine Sea, the Marshall
Islands, Truk, The Mariana Islands; Iwo Jima, to name
a few. And in the open waters of the Pacific Yorktown
became a target of desperate Kamikaze missions.

Yorktown and her valiant crew would earn many
honors for extraordinary heroism including the
Presidential Unit Citation.

In the years that followed WWII, continued to
play a vital role for the Navy including involvement in
the Vietnam War. Yorktown even earned a place in
space exploration history with the recovery of
NASA’s Apollo 8 crew in 1968.

THE MEDAL OF HONOR MUSEUM
at Patiot’s Point
This captivating museum tells the story of the

Country’s brave warriors from the Civil War era
through those honored today. Learn about famous
heros like Audie Murphy, Sergeant Alvin York, Jimmie
Doolittle and many more.

The permanent exhibits include memorabilia and
artifacts relating to Medal of Honor recipients and
archives of important documents pertaining to their
heroism. The Congressional Medal of Honor
Museum is also host to traveling exhibits.

SOUTH CAROLINA  AQUARIUM
The Great Hall is the impressive introduction to

the South Carolina Aquarium. Two-story windows
offer one of the best views in town of Charleston
Harbor. A large wall map of South Carolina allows
visitors to see the regions of South Carolina
represented in the Aquarium. The floor is an artistic
representation of the entire coast of South Carolina
from the North Carolina to the Georgia border. (See
if you can find the Aquarium on it). The 15,000 gallon
Carolina Seas exhibit that is the centerpiece of the
Great Hall allows guests to see some of the colorful
fish found around the reef habitats off the coast of
South Carolina.

ANGEL OAK
Open daily 9am - 5pm. Owned and operated by

the City of Charleston Department of Parks. The
Angel Oak is a Live Oak tree, estimated to be 1,400
years old. Live oaks are not particularly tall, but have
wide spreading canopies. Only in the very oldest of
specimens do you find massive limbs resting on the
ground, as do the limbs of the Angel Oak. It stands
65ft. high and provides a 17,000 square foot area of
shade. No admission charge.

Join Us in Historic Charleston!
Stand on the site of the first shot in the Civil War. Come face to face with a giant sea turtle.

Take a tour of an antebellum mansion. Climb aboard a WWII aircraft carrier.
There are so many blossoming gardens, so many photo opportunities and

so many reasons to come back to see us again.

National Arbor Day Foundation Announces
New Tribute to Naval Vessels and Servicemen

Nebraska City, Neb., USA — What began
last year as an idea of a former crewmember is
now a unique and meaningful tribute to the men
who served on the USS Harveson.

Tom Hargest III thought, “Let’s find a way
to have trees planted every year as a lasting
legacy for the sailors and the ship.” A call to
The National Arbor Day foundation is what
started the new program, christened Ships Re-
membered.

“This memorial concept of Ships Remem-
bered fits hand-in-glove with the National Ar-
bor Day Foundation’s Trees for America and
Trees in Memory programs, and we are so
pleased to have the USS Harveson DE/DER-
316 Destroyer Escort as the lead ship,” said
Jeff McCullough, Vice President of Develop-
ment for the Foundation. “ Each year, these
memorial trees will replenish the areas of U.S.
forests that have been damaged by fire, insects
or disease. Last year our members and support-
ers enabled the Foundation to plant over
2,000,000 trees in our National Forests.”

Simple Endowment
turns into thousands of trees

Servicemen and women, their families,
friends, and individuals who want to create a
living legacy make contributions to a Ships
Remembered or a Military Units Remembered
endowment. As contributions come in, the Ar-
bor Day Foundation establishes and invests the
endowment in low-risk investment funds. Each
year. 75% of the net return from the previous
12-month period will be used to plant trees in
a national forest as part of the Arbor Day
Foundation’s Trees for America program. 25%
of the 12-month net return is added back into
the endowment total.

Ship and Crew are remembered every year
“With the endowment, a Ships Remembered

tree planting becomes an annual event, year after
year, as an on-going memorial,” said
McCullough. “It’s a meaningful way for our
veterans to make a contribution to the future
and be remembered at the same time.”

“This is exactly what I had in mind,” said
Tom Hargest, a veteran who served on the USS
Harveson. “The Arbor Day Foundation was very
helpful in creating a living memorial for our
ship and her crew that will last indefinitely.”

The USS Harveson was built in Orange,
Texas and launched in 1943. It was named in
honor of Lt. Harold Aloysuis Harveson from
St. Charles, Louisiana, who died while serving
at Pearl Harbor.

Each year, the USS Harveson memorial tree
planting will be recorded in the official US Na-
tional Forest Service Registry. The memorial
entry will rea, “In memory of the men who
served aboard the USS Harveson, DE/DER-316
Destroyer Escort.” The Ships Remembered —
USS Harveson Memorial will also be recog-
nized at the Trees for American Terrace at Ar-
bor Day Farm in Nebraska City, Nebraska,
where it can be observed by nearly 200,000
visitors every year.

New Navy Uniforms
Coming in 2008

Sailors can expect to see two new uniforms ap-
pearing in Navy Exchanges by late summer of 2008.

The USS Constitution
I never longed for the “Good Old Days”

until I read the following article:
The USS Constitution (Old Ironsides) as a

combat vessel carried 48,600 gallons of fresh
water for her crew of 475 officers and men.
This was sufficient to last six months of sus-
tained operations at sea. She carried no evapo-
rators (fresh water distillers).

However, let it be noted that, according to
her log, “On July 17, 1798, the Constitution
sailed from Boston with a full complement of
475 officers and men, 48,600 gallons of fresh
water, 7,400 cannon shot, 11,600 pounds of
black powder and 79,400 gallons of rum.” Her
mission: “to destroy and harass English Ship-
ping.”

Making Jamaica on 6 October, she took on
826 pounds of flour and 68,300 gallons of rum.

Then she headed for the Azores, arriving
there on 12 November. She provisioned with
550 pounds of beef and 64,000 gallons of Por-
tuguese wine.

On 18 November, she set sail for England.
In the ensuing days, she defeated five British
men-of-war and captured and scuttled 12 En-
glish merchantmen, salvaging only the rum
aboard each.

By 26 January, her powder and hot were ex-
hausted. Nevertheless, although unarmed, she
made a night raid up the Firth of Clyde in Scot-
land. Her landing party captured a whiskey dis-
tillery and transferred 40,000 gallons of single-
malt Scotch aboard by dawn.

Then she headed home.
The USS Constitution arrived in Boston on

20 February 1799 with no cannon shot, no
food, no powder, no rum, no whiskey and
38,000 of stagnant water.

Imagine, if you will, how much collective knowl-
edge of, well, just about everything that we have right
here at the AFRH. The group of veterans that live
here have served in all branches of the service, in
places all over the world, performing jobs that cover
every possible task imaginable.

I just get in my scooter and
browse the aisles. Coming here was the best thing I
could have done,” she said.
